1.  Eligibility File names must be in the following format:

The 2010 Annual Britannia Heritage Shipyard Society (“BHSS”)
Photo Competition is open to everyone.

2. Format of Competition
The topic of the 2010 BHSS Photo competition is “Steveston On
the Water.” Categories are:

®  Buildings and Vessels, Britannia

®  Pecople, Britannia

e Vildlife, Britannia

®  Steveston Waterfront, General

3. Submissions
Each entry may include up to three (3) images.

Each entry must consist of one print image accompanied by the
digital image for that image in high quality JPEG format. Entries,
once accepted, may not be changed and will not be returned until
the close of the competition and display.

Entries may be rejected by the Society if, in its sole opinion, the
image is off topic, unsuitable or inappropriate for viewing by the
general public.

3.1. Delivery of Entries
Entries must be delivered to BHS by 5:00pm, August 20,
2010. Entries received after that time will not be opened.
Entries will consist of:

® 1 or more print images, mounted. To be returned to the
entrant after the Festival.

® 1 CD containing digital images matching the print
image(s).

® The entry form, completely filled in.

® The entry Fee in cash or by cheque payable to The
Britannia Heritage Shipyard Society.

3.2. Printed Image(s)

The print image(s) will be a maximum size of 16” x 20,”

including the mounting board or mat, unframed and

suitable for public display. There is no minimum size. Print

images must be flat mounted on card stock, foam cote or

similar and may be matted. Entries must not be framed.

Entries must be clearly marked on the back with the
categoty, title and the name of the photogtrapher.

There must be nothing on the front of the image, matte or
mount to identify the photographer. A copy of the entry
form for the image will be affixed to the front of the image
when it is displayed. Photographet’s name will be added
after judging.

Print images and prizes may be collected by the entrant
after the end of the competition. Images will not be mailed
back to the entrant. They may be claimed at the BHS office
in the Murakami Building. Printed images unclaimed after
90 days from the close of the Festival will become the
property of BHSS.

Entrants will grant the BHSS the non-exclusive right to use
the image in perpetuity in any internal or external
communications and in any medium.

3.3. Digital Image(s)
Digital images must be submitted on CD and will be a true
representation of the print image. All of the entrant’s
entries should be on one CD which must accompany the
printed image(s) at entry time.

Title = Brief descriptive title to identify the image

3.4. Releases
Submissions must include a written and signed release
from each recognizable person whose image appears in an
entry.

4. Entry Fee

The entry fee is $25.00 per entrant. The entry fee will entitle the
photographer to enter up to three (3) images.

5. Judging

Judging will take place during the Richmond Maritime Festival.
Judges’ names will be publicly announced prior to the judging.

There will be three judges. One will be selected from the BHS
Society, one from the photographic community and one from the
public at large.

6. Display

Print images will be displayed at the Richmond Maritime Festival.
7. Solicitation of Sales

The entrant may include a price list on a separate paper or board,
not to exceed 8 2" wide x 11" high, which lists the images, the
prices at which they are offered and contact information for the
photogtrapher.

8. Prizes

Winning entries will be awarded cash and/or merchandise ptizes.
The prizes will be announced prior to the judging and will be
awarded during the Festival.
